1. All horses entered in the show must be registered in the Missouri Fox Trotting Horse Breed Association or the Missouri Fox Trotting Pony Registry.
2. The registered owner of the horse must be a current MFTHBA member in good standing.
3. A current negative Coggins test with horse pass sticker, a health certificate dated within 30 days, and original certificate of registration or copy of front and back must be

presented at entry desk.

4. All exhibitors, with exception of youth, must have a current amateur or professional card. Youth 12 and over exhibiting in non-youth classes must have a youth amateur card.
5. Exhibitors must complete the entry form in its entirety or use Horse Show Tracker (online) to enter classes. ONLINE ENTRIES MUST BE FINALIZED IN THE OFFICE

BEFORE DAILY ENTRY DEADLINE.

6. The Board reserves the right to combine or split classes as needed. The Board of Directors, Show Committee and Office Staff are not responsible and reserve the right to

correct typographical errors.
EXHIBITORS:

1. All exhibitors must be a current MFTHBA member in good standing and have a amateur or professional card (exception youth exhibiting in designated youth classes only)
2. All exhibitors will be expected to comply with the Rules, Standards and Policies book of the Missouri Fox Trotting Horse Breed Association.
3. Any exhibitor causing undue disturbance or exhibiting poor sportsmanship will be barred from showing in this show and will forfeit all winnings for this show.

4. Each exhibitor will be assessed a show entry fee.

5. It is recommended that all youth 11 & under wear an ASTM/SEI certified helmet and use an electronic wireless device while riding at any time on the MFTHBA

grounds.

6. Youth 6 years of age and younger must have an attendant in the arena.
7. Youth 11 and under will be allowed to Exhibit only in designated youth classes.

8. JUDGES DECISION IS FINAL.

NOTICE: Anyone arriving earlier than the designated arrival date will be charged $30 per day per camper and $20 per day utility fee per horse on the grounds.



Limited Rider: Exhibitors may not have won a Performance WGC or
Reserve WGC at any time, excluding Novice and Youth divisions.
Exhibitors may not have won a 1st or 2nd place in any MFTHBA
performance class, excluding Novice/Apprentice and Youth, in the last
two calendar years. Youth who have won non-youth performance
WGC, Res WGC, or 1st/2nd place, may not show in this division.

AMATEUR OWNED NO PROFESSIONALTRAINING 90 DAYS:
This division must meet all requirements for the Amateur Owned
division. Horses entered in this class may not receive professional
training 90 days prior to the show.

OPEN AMATEUR: Open Amateur classes are open to any Amateur
Rider. There are no restrictions on ownership of the horse except that the
horse’s owner must be a current MEFTHBA member. Exhibitors must be
current MFTHBA members, must hold a current Amateur Card. Entered
horses must meet the age and gender requirements of the class and be
registered with the MFTHBA.
